GENERAL INFORMATION

Aledo High Schoolis a state accredited high school that provides broad acalemic experiences for all
students. Sudents and parents should read thoroughlythe information providedin thisacademic planning
guidein order to select the bestpossble courses acordingto student d@eRds,abilities, and careerplans.

REGISTRATION

Registraton will take placeearlyin the spring semeger of eachschool year. Athoughstudents will receive
specificinstructions during that time from high €hool personnel, the respongbility for appropriate
graduation and career choicesregs with students and parents. The counselng staff is avaibble to assist
in making decisios relded to courseselections.

Theregstration of students is one of the most critical functions performed by a school. Based upon
regstration information, coursesare scheduled and teachers are employed for the next year. Therefore,
it is important that courseselectons be given serious consideration. Oncecourse selectiorforms have
been submitted, students will be permitt ed only one change request. After school begns, changes will
be made only to correct scheduling errorsor to equalize dass enroliments.

A note about thisbook:

It isthe intent of the academic planning guide provideentering students and their parents with essntial
information for educational and career planning. This guide is desigred to be usedto aid the student in
preparing for the future. The school and its professionalstaff are an important support to the student in
providing gudance, information, and resources.

Advanced Gurses, PreAP and AP courses are designed for self-disciplined, highly motivated students.
Excellent class attendance and good organizational skills are preferable to predict success The AP
curriculum is outlined by the Gollege Board and reflects the appropriate college-level material required for
successon the Gollege Board APExans.

GRADE POINT AVERAGE (GPA) AND CLASS RANK

Aledo ISD applies the same class rank calculation method and rules for local graduation honors for all
students in agraduating class, regardless of the school year in which a student first earned high school
credit. One set of provisions related to GPA and class rank applies to students in the graduating classes of
2022and 2023. A separate set of provisions shall apptudents beginning with the graduating class of
2024.

SPEAAL BUCATION ROGRAM

Thespedal education departmentprovidesa comprehersive program for each student betweenthe ages
of three and twenty-one who has been identified as a student with a disability. Identified disabilities
include vision and hearing impairments, speechimpairments, physical, mental, or emotional disabilities,
and learning disabilities. Homebound instruction Is avaiable for students who have serious medical
conditionsand are confined to home by a physician for a period of four or more weeks.

Fedfic guidelines and requirements are set by the state to determine a studentQ dligibility for services.
Consideration of a studentQ &eed for spedal education services is initiated by a referral that may be
made by the parents, a physician, a @wmmunity agency, and/or school personnel. An ARD(Admisson,
Revew, and Dismissal) Committee composed of administrators, teaders, parents and otherswill meet to
develop an Individual Ecucation Plan (IEP) and determine placemert. More information may be obtained

ESOL English for Soeakers of Other Languags)

All studentswho enroll in this school district will complete ahome language survey. If thissurvey indicates
that alanguage other than Erglish is spokenin the home or isspoken by the student, the student must be
referred to the E®L teacher for evduation. Tests will be administered andstudents who are found to be
limited English proficient (LE?) may enroll in E®L dasses. ESOLclasses bcus on intensive develbpment of
listening, speaking, readng, and writing skills in Erglish. Twoterms or credits of ESOLmay count asthe
Erglish landll creditsrequired for high school graduation.

PHYSICA. DUCATIONAASESAND PE SIBSTITUTIONS

One credit of Physical Ecucation is required for graduation by the Sate of Texa. Sudents may satisfy
the one credit of P.E. by taking any combination of TEKSbased P.E. courses and/or P.E. subgitutions.
P.E. subditutions include Athletics, Athletic TrainerMarching Band (one creditonly), Golor Guard (one
creditonly), Cheerleading, Drill Team(one creditonly), and approved Oif€ampus P.ECredt may not be
eamed for any TEKSbased P.E. course more than once. Only one state credit may be eamed through,
Marching Band Color Guerd, or Drill Team. No more than four credis may be eamed through any
combination of P.E.coursesand allowable subgtitutions. Bandl, 2, 3, and4 and Color Guard 1, 2, 3, and 4
are Ane Arts Qredits.

SCHEDUEGHANGES

A student may add or drop coursesWHICH ARENOT Advancecbr APcourses during the first four school

days of the fall semester . For changesto Advancedor AP courses, see section regarding Advanced
Courses During the course selection process in the spring semester, students will have the opportunity to
add/drop courses theyhave selected. The last day to make changes to any of those selected courses,
includingAdvancedand AP courses, is the last day of school prior to sumAleschedule changes for
Advancedand AP coursesequire administrative approval.

GUIDELINES FOR SCHEDULE CHANGES

Students and parents are asked to give the selection of courses much consideration and careful thought.
Scheduling and assignment of classes are completed prior to the end of each school year. If a student
believes thathe/she has been incorrectly placed in a class, a request for change may be made to the
counselor. Approval of schedule changes will be limited to those judged to be within school guidelines and
in the best interest of the student. When a student transfé@m one course to another, his/her grade
transfers, and the student must complete any necessary makeup work in the new course.

Required Courses for Graduatiqistudents are not permitted to drop required courses for graduation.
Elective Course Change<£lective courses include any courses not specifically required for graduation.
Students will not be permitted to change from one elective to another after the designated deadline.
Seniors who wish to drop a full year elective for an off period willdogiired to wait until the end of the
semester.

TIME FRAME FOR REQUESTING A SCHEDULE CHANGE

Students may request to add a higHewel course within the first 5 school days of a semester. Students
may request to drop a class according to the following timeframes.

1 For AdvancedPreAPand AP clsses, the student may drop the course at the end of the first three
weeks, or

1 At the end of the first grading period, with parent approval, teacher/parent contact, and
administrator approval, or

1 At the end of the semester, with parergtpproval, teacher/parent contact, and administrator
approval.

1 Upon teacher recommendation, students may be allowed to change classes before the designated
deadline(s).

TRANSFERSTUDENTS TO ALEDO ISD

Out-of-state or out-of-country transfer students (including foreign exdange students) and transfer
students from Texas ronpublic schools are eligible to recave a Texasdiploma but shall complete all high

school graduation requiremerts accordingto AledolD Board Policy in addition to requirements under 19

TAC 7411, 74.12, 74.130r 74.71, as applicable, to satisfy state graduation requiremerts. Any course

credits required for graduation that are not completed prior to enrolling in the District may besatisfied by

credit by examination, correspondence ourses, or completing the course. Transfer of weighted course
credits are covered in Aledo ISD Board Policy EIC (Local). Weigddéd maybe transferred in from out
of-state, nonpublic, or other public schools in Texaswever, the District shall assign weight to those
grades based on the categories and grade weight system used by the District if similar or equivalent courses
are offered b the same class of students in the District. Transfer courses will be considered eligible for
weighting if they appear in this boostudents enrolling from neaccredited public, private, or parochial
schools, including homeschool, will receive consiterato transfer credits earned at the nesgccredited
school by following the steps outlined in Aledo ISD Board Policy FD (Local).

UILREQUIREMINTS

Eigibility for all extracurricular parti cipants after the first nine weeks of the school year. A student who
recaves, at the end of any grading period (beginning at the conclusion ¢iie first sixweeks of the school
year), a grade below 70 in any academic class (other than an identified AP clasg, or a student with
disabilities who fails to meet the standards in the hdividual Edication Plan (IBP), may not participate in
extracurricular activities for at least three school weeks. An ineligible student may practice or rehearse,
however. The student regainseligibility whenthe principal andteaders determine that he or she has: (1)
earnedapassng grade (70 or above) in all academic clasesotherthan those that are AP, and (2) completed
the three school weeks of ineligibility. During the firstnine weeks of the school year, students are
considered eligible if they were promoted fronf' §rade (for eligibility in © grade), have earned five or
more high school creditsd be eligible inl0" grade), have earned ten or more high school credisbe
eligible in 1% grade), or have earned 15 or motégh schootredits o be eligible in 12 grade. For more
information, consult http://www.uiltexas.org/.

SIATE 'ESTINGREQIREMBETSFOR GRBUATION

As a prerequisite to a high school diploma, students in Texas public high schools must demonstrate
satisfactory performanceon statewide assessments.

Studentsmust meet state requrementson the Sate of TexasAssessments of Academic RealinessErd-of-
Gourse (STAAR EOC) exams to be eligible to receie a diploma from a Texas piblic high school. Current
legidation requires that Erd-of-Course exams be takenin Erglish |, Erglish Il, Abebra I, Bology, and US
History. Paformance standards for these exams are set to measure in-depth instruction, broad and deep
ideas, and callege and career readiness

CAREERAND TECHNIQAL EJCATION CTE)

Aledo High Shool is proud to offer a wide variety of Career and Techical Education courses. Many of
the CTEcourses avaable have the opportunity to take a certification test at the concluson of the course
that would enable the student to bemme certified in a related field. Certification could be beneficial in
future employment opportunities, prospective college degree plans or both. Such course descriptions
state that Certification tests are available at the conclusion of this caurse Students interested in the
medical field and considering tHerinciples of Health Scienceurse will satisfy the required Health credit
for graduation.
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EXAVINATIONFORAGCCELERTION

A student will be permitted to take an examination to earn credit for an academic course for which the
student has no prior instruction. AID wil provide Gedit by Exanination without prior instruction on dates
to be determined and released at the beginning of the 2021-2022 school year. Note: Credit By Exams for
acceleration for English I, Algebra I, and English Il are not available at this time due to TEA rulings.

A student planning to take an examination for acceleration (or the studentQ parent) must register with
the counselor. Scores on these exams are not included in the Grade Point Average used for class ranking.
TheDistrict may not honor a request by a parent to administer, on some other date, a test purchased by
the parent from a Sate Board-approved university. A sore of 80 is neassary to receive aedit by exam
without prior instruction.

TEXAS GRANT PROGRAM

The Texas Legislature established the TEXAS (Toward Excellence, Access, and Success) Grant to make ¢
that well prepared high school graduates wiihancial need could go to college.

An eligible Aledo High School graduate is one who: is a Texas resident; has not been convicted of a felony
or a crimeinvolving a controlled substance; shows financial need; registers for the Selective Service or are
exempt from this requirement; completes thd-oundation High School Progranenrolls in an
undergraduate degree or certification program at an approved institutithin 16 months of graduation.

Applicants apply for the TEXAS Grant when they complete albiohis the Free Application for Federal
Student Aid(FAFSA). Funding is limited, so applications should be submitted as soon as possible aftel
January 1 of the senior year. Ttieancial aid office at each college and university will deternailigibility

and if aTEXAS Grant is part of the aid package that is offerstuttents.

Couse content would include: the history of astronamy in scientific thought; characeristics of
galaxes, stars, the Sun,planets, asteroids, comets, quasas, pulsars, meteorites, the Kuiper belt,
the Oort field, blackholes dark matter; current theories on the origin and future of the universe;
discussion of the laws of gravitation, planetary motion and special relativity and the scientistswho
developed them; explanation of how life on Earth is dictated by its placement in the SolarSystem.
The course will includefield observationsof the night sky, research by he students and utilization of
bascmathematicalprinciplesto gainanunderstanding of the fundanmental conceptsin physicswhich
are central to our knowledge about the universe. This coursewill count asathird or fourth saence
requirement.
